Include ethnic background, religious affiliation, first generation college 
student, athletic abilities, community involvement, anticipated major, etc. in your 
scholarship search.  The more specific, the more scholarship opportunities! 

 Visit FCE/Your H.S. Career Center!  Utilize your available resources! 
 Find Free Money Everywhere!  McDonald’s, Walmart, and Target offer 

scholarships, as do local organizations such as The Rotary Club and The Kiwanis 
Club.  Your religious organization or your parents’ employer may also offer 
scholarships.
