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FOUNDATION FOR A COLLEGE EDUCATION (FCE) SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
The Foundation for a College Education (FCE) Scholarship Program provides assistance to students pursuing post-secondary education in full-time undergraduate college or university programs.  FCE administers the annual scholarship competition, evaluation of applications, notification of students, and disbursement of award checks. 
Eligibility Requirements
All scholarship applicants must actively participate in the FCE program. All the FCE Scholarships have specific eligibility requirements. Please read the FCE Scholarships document to learn about all the different scholarship options. 
Scholarship Limitations

Scholarship awards will be used for tuition and fees required to attend a post-secondary institution. In addition, awards may be used for course-related expenses, such as fees, books, supplies, and equipment that are for the courses at a post-secondary institution. These items must be required of all students in your course of instruction. Use of FCE Scholarship funds for any purposes other than those listed above may result in federal and state tax liability for the recipients.
Awards

Awards for the following scholarships are not renewable: Farber Family Scholarship, Lew-Kessler Scholarship, Stephanie’s Fund Scholarship, and the Gerry Foley Scholarship. However, students may re-apply for each scholarship each year if they meet the eligibility requirements.

The number of awards and amount of each scholarship is detailed in the FCE Scholarships document.
Application Procedure

Interested students must complete and send the scholarship application, essay, a copy of parent’s or their own tax returns and official transcripts to Foundation for a College Education. All information received is considered confidential and is reviewed only by the FCE Scholarship Committee.
Completed applications must be received by 5pm on February 23, 2011.
Selection Criteria 

The FCE Scholarship committee uses the following criteria to select scholarship recipients:
· Participation in the FCE Program
· Essay Quality
· Academic Performance

· Financial Need

· Extra-curricular Involvement
The FCE Scholarship Committee is responsible for the selection of scholarship recipients. Each applicant will be notified whether or not they have been selected to receive an award in April 2011.
Payment of Scholarships

FCE will process scholarship awards in two equal installments in August and January. Checks greater than $500 are made payable to the institution on behalf of the student. FCE will not disperse scholarship funds until all required materials have been received.
Obligations

It is extremely important that students contribute to the FCE community. It is especially vital that students serve as role models for younger students and their families. Scholarship recipients are required to remain in communication with Rachael Behrens, Assistant Director of College Success.
Further, we require all scholarship winners to write a thank you note to scholarship donors. Please send FCE the thank you letter by July 1st.  FCE will mail the letter to the scholarship donor. Scholarship recipients may be asked to provide proof of enrollment, proof of payment, and proof of academic performance. Failure to meet the obligations may affect the student’s scholarship award.
